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Policies for the Appointment of Directors

To Advisory Committees
The Bylaws of the Northwest Health Foundation and the Oregon Nonprofit Corporation Act permit the Board of Directors to create advisory and other standing committees which may exercise (subject to the limitations imposed by the act and the bylaws) such powers as may be conferred by the board.  Currently, the Foundation has three advisory standing committees—the Grants Committee, the Finance Committee, and the Community Affairs Committee.

The Grants Committee, the Finance Committee, and the Community Affairs Committee shall consist of at least three members, and other committees created by the board shall consist of at least two Directors.  Pursuant to the bylaws, the Grants Committee, the Finance Committee, the Community Affairs Committee and any other committees are authorized only to make recommendations or give advice to the Board of Directors and not to exercise the authority of the Board.

Directors shall be appointed to the Foundation’s committees pursuant to the following procedures:

· The Chair of the Foundation shall submit the names of proposed nominees, one of whom shall be designated as Committee Chair, to the Board of Directors for approval.

· Committee members may be appointed by majority vote of the Board of Directors at any meeting at which a quorum is present

· Committee members shall serve from effective date of appointment through the end of the calendar year.
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
