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Board Policy on Confidentiality

Board members acknowledge and agree that the Foundation corporate matters and documents, including Board and Committee minutes and discussions, financial data, personnel issues, and other operational information of the Foundation and its committees, shall be treated as highly confidential, and shall not be disclosed or disseminated to any party except members of the Board of Directors, authorized employees, appropriate committee members or authorized agents of the Foundation.   This confidentiality is intended to include discussion of grant applications, unfunded proposals, and other grantee information.   It is the intention of the Foundation to provide public announcements approved by the Executive Committee or the Board.   Examples of information not considered confidential are Board approved grant recipients, funding amounts, funded projects, mission statement, operating principles, funding preferences, funding priorities and any other information of public record.   Board members as well as non-Board committee members shall be required to sign a statement of confidentiality.  Questions that may arise about the interpretation of this policy are to be referred to the Executive Committee.
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
